Somme day by day 

· Drive along D 928 Maricourt-Carnoy- Fricourt-Mametz. 

Battle to be contextualised from the view point of the 1st July positions and the 7th Division. Sassoon and Graves were members of the Royal Welsh fusiliers and were in the same Division as the 1st South Staffs. 

· Point 1: Sassoon’s view on the 1st July.

· Point 2: Sunken Road Trench.

· Point 3: Attack of the 20th & 21st Manchesters on the 1st July.

· Point 4: ‘Queens Nullah’ also referred to as a quarry.

· Point 5: Bottom Wood.
· Point 6: Quadrangle wood and Trench.

· Point 7: Place near to where Sassoon’s lance Corporal Kendle was killed.

· Point 8: Place where Sassoon carried out his one-man attack on Mametz wood.

· Point 9: 36th Welsh Division Memorial opposite the ‘ Hammerhead’. 
· Point 10: Place where Graves was wounded.

Graves and Sassoon walk;
This walk treads the footsteps of two of the most famous Great War writers: Seigfried Sassoon and Robert Graves who were both members of the Royal Welsh fusiliers and who were in the same Division as the 1st Battalion of South Staffordshire Regiment. The walk takes account of the opening  moves of the Battle of the Somme (July-November 1916).

· Point 1: Sassoon’s view of the first day of battle on the 1st July. Sassoon was on the high ground and could clearly see the events he described.

· Point 2: ‘Sunken Road’ Trench, one of the initial objectives of the British on the 1st July.

· Point 3: Attack of the 20th & 21st Manchesters on the 1st July.

· Point 4: ‘Queens Nullah’ also referred to in the text as a “quarry”. 

· Point 5: ‘Bottom Wood’.
· Point 6: Quadrangle wood’ and Trench, scene of fierce fighting and the area Sassoon describes most clearly in his account.

· Point 7: Near to where Sassoon’s lance Corporal ‘Kendle’ was killed.

· Point 8: Sassoon carried out his one-man attack on Mametz wood near to this spot.

· Point 9: 36th Welsh Division Memorial opposite the ‘ Hammerhead’. This was the scene of very heavy fighting in the opening week of the Somme Offensive. 
· Point 10: Church yard of Bazentin le Petite where Graves was wounded and where our walk ends.
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
