· A plaque
· A certificate
· A logo which can be used on school stationery and documentation 
· A draft press release
· Publicity in WFA publications and social media
· Priority in the draw for an invitation to bring a group of students to the annual Remembrance Service at the Cenotaph
· Priority for other invitations and opportunities that may arise from time to time

· Know and understand that it was a world war and its impact on people in other countries, including those countries which were home to the forebears of current students
· They develop their knowledge and understanding through well thought out enquiries requiring research and using primary as well as secondary sources

b. All pupils have at least one opportunity to participate in a First World War themed educational visit during their time in primary school. (This might include visits to local cemeteries to investigate Commonwealth War Graves, participation in an off-site Remembrance Service and visits to museums.)
